Membership Rules

1. The Watt Watchers Club is a division of the ‘Reduce, Re-use, Recycle’ group formed to address green energy actions cited in the Brickendon Liberty Parish Plan and sponsored by the Brickendon Liberty Parish Council.  

2. Watt Watchers Club membership is open to all residents of the Brickendon Liberty parish who accept these rules. Membership is £5 per year for each of 3 consecutive years (a grant condition).

3. The WWC objective is to reduce the parish’s carbon emissions through a reduction in household electricity consumption by an average 5% over the 3 year period, 2009 – 2011 inc. It should prevent about 150 tonnes of CO2 entering the atmosphere at the generation stage. 

4. Club members could make a 15% saving in electricity consumption in the first year according eco-eye.

5. At the launch meeting, each member household will be allocated an eco-eye electricity monitoring device, which will remain the property of the club and its sponsor.  

6. If a member resigns or moves house, membership ceases, and the device must be returned to the Watt Watchers Club for recycling to another member.

7. Training in the use of the monitoring device will be given by a club instructor in a training session in their own home, to ensure that the eco-eye functions correctly, and they understand its use.  The member will provide a copy of their most recent electricity bill and allow the instructor to take a current meter reading.

8. A form will be provided on which the member can record the readings of their appliances to enable a household strategy to be developed to save power.

9. Whilst the device is, to our knowledge and that of the manufacturer completely safe in use, the Watt Watchers Club takes no responsibility for any injury or damage, howsoever caused, as the result of the use of the monitoring equipment or household appliances during the course of activities associated with electricity monitoring.

10. Monitor readings must be submitted quarterly either at the WWC meeting or by email to the lead instructor at timandkath@tiscali.co.uk , in the week before the quarterly meeting date so that they can be registered.

11. Prize(s) of up to £50 in value will be awarded at each meeting. The household(s) with the highest percentages reduction in electricity consumption since the last quarterly meeting during the first year, and in subsequent years, in comparison with the same quarter of the previous year.

12. The WWC committee’s decision in the awarding of prize(s) is final. 

13. The club AGM will be held during the last quarterly meeting of the year and the agenda is to be circulated by the chairman to members by electronic or hard copy 7 clear days before the meeting. 

The quorum is 20% of the current membership. 

14. Election of club officials will take place at the AGM every third year commencing in 2011.
